ROOF PROGRAM:

Pedro is 75 years old, a man with a face
marked by the years and by a cruel destiny.
His life was never easy, but what marked him
the most was that violent assault in which he
almost lost his life. He received a very strong
blow to the chest by the robbers, which,
according to the doctors, had left him dead for
a few minutes. He was resuscitated thanks to
a defibrillator and after several months of
recovery, he was fitted with a pacemaker to
regulate his heart, which, although it helps him
to keep going, reminds him every day of how
close he came to no longer being alive.

He cannot read or write, but Pedro has a
wisdom that is not taught in books. He had
worked all his life as a bricklayer, learning from
others, with calloused hands, and with a
simple heart that is full of love for life.

On the other hand, there is Elsaq, his life mate.
She, 67 years old, struggles with diabetes and
cardiac arrhythmia that weakens her and with
an enlarged heart. Some time ago she
suffered a stroke, leaving her with difficulty in
speaking and moving and confined to her
house.

Unfortunately, their humble home suffered
from a fire a year before. The fire did not
destroy everything, but the damage was
severe.

The roof was not properly repaired, and with
every rain or storm they feared it would fall on
them. The roof leaked and when it rained, the
water and the dampness was soaking into
their bones. They lived in fear, but not without
hope, because in spite of everything they had
to live through, they did not lose faith.

“BUILDING HOPE”

When our Social Outreach Ministry - a ministry
dedicated to visiting the community to learn
about their needs - met Pedro and Elsa, they
were given hope that they could get their
house rebuilt. They began praying to God that
it would happen.

One ordinary day, a group of young people
from our Oblate Pastoral Center knocked on
their door to propose something they had
been praying for: to build them a better roof
over their heads.

Pedro and Elsa could not believe it. They felt as
if it was a miracle.

Although he no longer had the strength he
once had, Pedro had offered to help in any
way he could with the construction. Elsa, from
her chair, watched with shining eyes, grateful
for the help. Within days, the rafters and
beams were firmly repaired, the structure was
secure, and the roof stopped leaking.

After the construction was completed, the
Oblate Health Program of Mary Immaculate
began to take action by providing specialized
medical care to the couple, giving them
greater hope that they would not go through
so much pain again.

As in the case of Pedro and Elsa, our Roofing
Program has helped more than 25 families,
giving them a new opportunity to be assured
that their home will not collapse, and that this
winter they will not be in the cold and rained
on.

We have the goal of building 60 roofs in these
coming months.

Together let's keep building hope!

Imagine yourself in a waiting
room of an Social Security
goverment hospital (IMSS) in
Tijuana, Mexico. The attention is
null, the room is very
uncomfortable and cold, and
the medical staff is apathetic
about your situation.

You're waiting to be told what
has happened to one of your
loved ones, feeling shivers run
down your spine every time a
doctor comes out to talk to the
families awaiting news.

As you arrive at the emergency
clinic, you decide to go without
eating in case your turn is called
for an update on your family
member's condition. However,
hunger does not leave you
alone, and you begin to feel the
discomfort.

In desperation, you ask God for
a sign that He is with you, as
your hunger increases, but you
really want to stay there.

As you wait, you hear the voices
of some young men handing out
food to the people in the
emergency room. The food is
hot and ready to be eaten, and
the embrace of the young man
handing you the food feeds your
soul.

This young man belongs to the
Young Adults group of the
Oblate community of Tijuana,
whose mission that day was to
distribute 135 lunches of food.

Thanks to them, you understand
that God is always with you.

THE COMMUNITY UNITED IN SUPPORT OF A CAUSE: ANTONIO

Antonio is a man who has been abandoned by
his entire family. He suffers from hypertension
and diabetes, which he found out about very
late.

The diabetes caused him to go blind, and, at
the same time, because he lost sensitivity in his
extremities, he did not feel that a nail had
embedded itself in his right foot, causing
several infections, and the only alternative was
to have his leg amputated. He currently lives
alone, in a very small and precarious house. He
cannot walk, see, work or support himself.

He lives on the charity of others, having days in
which he does not eat, and because of his
blindness, eating is a torture, since he drops
everything he tries to put in his mouth.

The Social Ministry alerted the Oblates of Mary
Immaculate Health Program to intervene, what
the team found was heartbreaking: a 59-year-
old man, with malnutrition, with glucose and
blood pressure at very dangerous levels for his
health, as well as in complete abandonment.
Antonio no longer had the strength to continue
fighting. He felt that the world had turned its
back on him, and that he had no hope left. He
had been condemned to spend the rest of his
days isolated, wheelchair-bound and blind.

Our team of health professionals accompanied
him in his pain, treating him as a human being,
and in order for him to improve he was given
mobility therapies, vital signs monitoring and
the appropriate medication so that his quality
of life could improve.

Antonio not only needed medical care: he
desired to feel listened to, loved and sheltered
by someone else. Thanks to the Social Outreach
Ministry and the Health Program, he had come
to know God's hand more closely.

Now, Antonio is a man full of optimism.

He maintains a good mood, an unmatched
spirit and a resilient attitude towards
everything that happens to him.

Since some people in the community spread
the word about his case, every chance they get
they bring him something to eat, answering his
prayers to God for help.

In December, when we had a visit from Here For
Kids International team, they went to meet
Antonio, and helped him cleaning his house. He
was very grateful for the love that the whole
community has for him, as he is now very happy
with his new family.

Based on evaluations by our Health Program
physicians, Antonio is a good candidate to
begin an ophthalmologic evaluation, which
would determine the true extent of his
blindness. He is looking forward to regaining his
eyesight, as he will be able to see the faces of
the volunteers who have supported him in not

giving up.

In our mission, there are hundreds of cases like
Antonio's. People in complete abandonment,
that you, with the help of our volunteers, have
saved their lives.

With your prayers and help, more people like
Antonio can be saved.

PROGRAMA DE TECHOS: “CONSTRUYENDO ESPERANZA”

El senor Pedro tiene 75 anos, un hombre con
un rostro marcado por los anos y por un
destino cruel. Su vida nunca fue fdcil, pero lo
qgue mds lo marcoé fue aquel asalto violento en
el que casi pierde la vida. Recibié un golpe muy
fuerte en el pecho por parte de los asaltantes,
que segun los médicos, lo habia dejado muerto
por unos minutos. Lo resucitaron gracias a un
desfibrilador y tras varios meses de
recuperacion, le pusieron un marcapasos para
regular su corazén, que aunque le ayuda a
seguir adelante, le recuerda cada dia lo cerca
que estuvo de ya no estar vivo.

No sabe leer ni escribir, pero Pedro tiene una
sabiduria que no se ensena en los libros. Habia
trabajado toda su vida como albanil,
aprendiendo de los demds, con las manos
callosas, y con un corazén simple, que esta
lleno de amor por la vida.

Por otro lado, estd la senora Elsa, su
companera de vida. Ella, con 67 anos, lucha
contra la diabetes, con una arritmia cardiaca
que la debilita y con un corazén que se inflama
por los liquidos que no puede drenar. Hacia un
tiempo sufriéo un derrame cerebral, dejdndola
con dificultad para hablar y moverse, estando
atrapada dentro de su casa sin poder salir a la
calle.

Su hogar, un Ilugar humilde, se habia
incendiado un ano atrds. El fuego no destruyo
todo, pero los danos fueron graves.

El techo, que no habia sido reparado
correctamente, se habia quedado
sobrepuesto, y en cada lluvia o tormenta
temian que cayera sobre ellos.

Las goteras eran constantes, y la humedad les
calaba los huesos. Vivian con miedo, pero
también con esperanza, pues a pesar de todo
lo que les habia tocado vivir, no perdian la fe.

Cuando nuestra Pastoral Social -ministerio
dedicado a visitar a la comunidad para
conocer sus necesidades- conocié a Pedro y a
Elsa, se les dio la esperanza de que podrian
conseguir que se les reconstruyera su casa.
Ellos comenzaron a rezarle a Dios para que asi
sucediera.

Un dia como cualquiera, tocaron a su puerta
un grupo de jovenes de nuestro Centro
Pastoral Oblato para proponerles algo por lo
que estuvieron rezando: construirles un techo
mejor.

Pedro y Elsa no podian creerlo. Se sentian
como si un milagro hubiera llegado a sus
vidas.

Aunque ya no tenia la fuerza de antano, el
senor Pedro se habia ofrecido a ayudar en lo
que pudiera en la construccion.

Elsa, desde su silla, miraba con los ojos
brillantes, agradecida por la ayuda. En pocos
dias, el techo de su casa dejé de gotear, las
vigas quedaron firmemente reparadas y la
estructura quedod segura.

Después de que concluyera la construccion, el
Programa de Salud de los Oblatos de Maria
Inmaculada comenzé a actuar
proporciondndole atencion médica
especializada a la pareja, brinddndoles mayor
esperanza de que no volverdn a pasar por
tanto dolor.

Asi como Pedro y Elsa, nuestro Programa de
Techos ha ayudado a mas de 15 familias
ddndoles una nueva oportunidad de tener la
seguridad de que su hogar no se derrumbara,
y que en este invierno no pasardan frio o por
lluvia.

Tenemos el objetivo de construir 50 techos en
estos meses.

Antonio es un hombre que ha sido abandonado
por toda su familia. Padece hipertension y
diabetes, de las cuales se enteré muy tarde.

La diabetes le provocé quedarse ciego, y, al
mismo tiempo, debido a que perdié sensibilidad
en sus extremidades, no sintié que se le habia

incrustado un clavo en la pie derecho,
causdndole varias infecciones, siendo la Unica
alternativa que le amputaran la pierna.
Actualmente vive en soledad, en una casa muy
pequena y precaria. No puede caminar, ver,
trabajar, y tampoco mantenerse por si mismo.

Vive de la caridad de los demds, teniendo dias en
los que no come, y por su ceguera comer es una
tortura, pues se le cae todo lo que intenta llevar a
Ssu boca.

Nuestra Pastoral Social alerté al Programa de
Salud de los Oblatos de Maria Inmaculada para
que intervinieran, y lo que el equipo encontré fue
desgarrador. a un hombre de 59 anos, con
desnutricién, con la glucosa y la presion arterial
en niveles muy peligrosos para la salud, asi como
en completo abandono.

Antonio ya no tenia fuerzas para seguir luchando.
Sentia que el mundo le habia dado la espalda, y
que no le quedaba ninguna esperanza. Habia
sido condenado a pasar el resto de sus dias
aislado, en silla de ruedas y ciego.

Nuestro equipo de profesionales de la salud lo
acompand en su dolor, comprendiéndolo como
ser humano, y para que mejore se le dieron
terapias de movilidad, control de signos vitales y
la medicacion adecuada para que su calidad de
vida pueda incrementar.

Antonio no sdélo necesitaba cuidado meédico:
anhelaba sentirse escuchado, querido y cobijado
por alguien mads, y gracias a la Pastoral Social y el
Programa de Salud, él habia conocido mds de
cerca la mano de Dios.

Ahora, Antonio es un hombre lleno de optimismo.
Se mantiene con buen humor, un dnimo
inigualable y una actitud resiliente contra todo lo
que le sucede.

Desde que algunas personas de la comunidad
difundieron su caso, cada que tienen oportunidad
le llevan algo de comer, respondiendo a sus
oraciones a Dios por ayuda.

El mes de Diciembre, cuando tuvimos la visita del
equipo de Here For Kids International, fueron a
conocer a Antonio, y le ayudaron con la limpieza
de su casa. Agradecié profundamente el carifio
que toda la comunidad le tiene, pues ahora es
muy feliz con su gran familia.

Segun evaluaciones de nuestro personal meédico,
Antonio es un buen candidato para empezar para
una valoracion  oftdimica, que lograria
determinar la magnitud real de su ceguera. A él le
ilusiona poder recuperar su vista, pues asi, podria
ver los rostros de aquellas servidores que lo han
apoyado para que no decaiga.

En nuestra misién, hay cientos de casos como el
de Antonio, personas en completo abandono, que
tu, de la mano de nuestros servidores, les has
salvado la vida.

Pedimos de tus oraciones para que mds personds
puedan ser salvadas.
